North Wales PCC backs week of action against business crime

North Wales Police and Crime Commissioner (PCC) Andy Dunbobbin has given his full support to the National
Business Crime Centre's (NBCC) Safer Business Action Week aimed at reducing business crime across the country.

The initiative, running from October 14th, will see police forces and partners collaborating on targeted operations
and community engagement to raise awareness of business crime.

To mark the week of action, the Commissioner visited Rhyl to meet with Ashley Rogers, Chief Executive Officer of
North Wales Business Council. Their discussions focused on the types of business crime affecting North Wales and
strategies for prevention and support.

Business crime takes various forms, including shoplifting, business burglary, and making off without payment.
These offences can have significant impacts on businesses, ranging from immediate financial losses to long-term
consequences such as increased insurance premiums, costs for additional security measures, and harm to staff
wellbeing.

Caernarfon youth club receives funding from PCC to grow its work

Porthi Dre Youth Club in Caernarfon recently received funding from Police and Crime Commissioner (PCC) for
North Wales, Andy Dunbobbin’s Innovate to Grow scheme to expand its work, and the PCC visited on 16 October
to learn more about the organisation’s valuable work in the community and to see how the funding will benefit
them.

The youth club is based in Caernarfon and runs every Wednesday between 6-8pm. It is a space to support and
empower young people and where they can engage with each other and make friends. It offers a wide range of
activities for the young people and prepares meals for them every time they go.

The funding will help grow music activities at the club, as there is a recognition that traditional music lessons and
tuition are often inaccessible for children attending the club from lower income homes. Another key aim of the
project is to set-up classes on online safety and start a dialogue around content that young people are seeing
online and therefore to help support better mental health and to understand the content they might see better.

“Bydd Caethwasiaeth Fodern yn dod o dan un o bedwar categori, camfanteisio llafur, camfanteisio troseddol,
camfanteisio rhywiol neu gaethiwed domestig. Yn aml, mae'n nodwedd allweddol o Droseddau Difrifol a
Threfnedig. Mae ei ddioddefwyr yn cynnwys y rhai mwyaf bregus yn ein cymdeithas. Mae llawer ohonynt yn
blant, yn aml o gefndiroedd difreintiedig ac anodd. Maent yn aml yn agored i drais a cham-drin difrifol a phob un
ohonynt angen ymateb effeithiol gan y gwasanaethau cyhoeddus.

“Mae Swyddfa'r Comisiynydd Heddlu a Throsedd yn cydweithio hefo partneriaid allweddol er mwyn cryfhau'r dull
o ymdrin a dioddefwyr caethwasiaeth fodern. Rydym yn ceisio codi ymwybyddiaeth ynghylch sut y gall edrych yng
Ngogledd Cymru. A ydy'r unigolyn ifanc sy'n gwerthu cyffuriau yn ddioddefwr llinellau cyffuriau? A ydy'r golchwr
car blér yn o'i wirfodd neu'n weithiwr masnachol? Mae caethwasiaeth fodern yn bryder i bawb, ac rydym yn gofyn
i'r cyhoedd fod yn wyliadwrus am yr arwyddion nad ydy rhywbeth yn iawn.”
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Anti-Slavery Day — Statement by the Deputy Police and Crime Commissioner

Today, 16 October, is Anti-Slavery Day and to mark this date, Deputy Police and Crime Commissioner Wayne Jones
has made the following comment: “Modern Slavery remains one of the most damaging and pervasive crimes
happening today in the UK. It is often hidden and is very much under reported. | welcome the recognition and
promotion of Anti-Slavery Day to raise awareness and understanding of what modern slavery looks like in North
Wales and what can be done to combat it.

“Modern Slavery will generally fall under one of four categories, labour exploitation, criminal exploitation, sexual
exploitation or domestic servitude and is often a key feature of Serious and Organised Crime. Its victims include
the most vulnerable in our society. Many are children, often from disadvantaged and difficult backgrounds,
frequently exposed to serious violence and abuse and all of them in need of an effective public service response.

“The Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner works with key partners to strengthen the approach to victims
of modern slavery. We are seeking to raise awareness of what it can look like in North Wales. Is the young person
selling drugs a county lines victim? Is the dishevelled car washer there willingly or is he a trafficked worker?
Modern slavery is everybody’s concern, and we ask the public to be vigilant for the signs that something is not
right.”
