PCC sees how a project in Conwy County is providing new opportunities for young 
people with the aim of reducing violence and ASB 

A project in Conwy County Borough that has received funding to provide activities and opportunities for young 
people in the area was the subject of two recent visits by Police and Crime Commissioner (PCC) for North Wales 
Andy Dunbobbin. 
 
The Community Outreach initiative is run by Conwy Youth Engagement and Belonging and received funding as 
part of the North Wales Serious Violence Response Strategy. The aim of this key new strategy is to work with 
communities to prevent and reduce serious violence across the region. It focuses on bringing partners, including 
the police, local authorities, fire, and rescue services, and specified health and criminal justice agencies together 
to tackle serious violence and its root causes. The PCC and his office act as the convenor for these various 
stakeholders. 
 
The project from Conwy Youth Engagement and Belonging is being run across a number of towns in the county, 
including Colwyn Bay, Llandudno, Kinmel Bay, Llanrwst, and Llandudno Junction. Various activities are laid on for 
young people in the area to drop in to, where they can get active, socialise with friends, and learn more about the 
services on offer locally and to encourage them to access safe, warm and supporting youth provisions. Read more 
here.

Partnership initiative improves patient safety at Ysbyty Gwynedd 
 
On October 4, North Wales Police and Crime Commissioner Andy Dunbobbin met with North Wales Police and 
Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board representatives at Ysbyty Gwynedd to review a newly installed CCTV 
system designed to enhance patient safety. 
 
The state-of-the-art CCTV system, installed on two lampposts at the hospital entrance, was implemented to 
address concerns about vulnerable patients leaving the hospital premises unexpectedly. Previously, when such 
incidents occurred, police had limited information about patients' whereabouts, potentially putting them at risk. 
 
This initiative is a collaborative effort between the Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner (OPCC), North 
Wales Police (NWP), Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB), and Gwynedd Council. The council, as the 
Local Authority, maintains the footage, which can be accessed by NWP upon an emergency call from the hospital 
staff.
