A session of the project at Ysgol Bryn Elian in Colwyn Bay 
was the focus of a visit on 24 October by North Wales Police and Crime Commissioner (PCC) Andy Dunbobbin, who 
went along to see the impact of the initiative among students at the school.  
 
‘Don’t Steal My Future’ came about following the murder of Sarah Everard to counter sexual violence across 
society. The format is a workshop of up to three hours delivered to children and young people. The training, which 
is delivered by a team of experienced trainers provides interactive learning, real life examples and lots of useful 
information presented in sensitive manner to help educate attendees about what sexual violence is, its prevalence 
and the impact of it, not only for survivors but also for offenders and their families.
